HisTorY oF PoNce CITy MARKET: FROM INDUSTRIAL GIANT TO VIBRANT URBAN HuB

HISTORY OF PONCE CITY MARKET IS A FASCINATING JOURNEY THROUGH TIME, REFLECTING ATLANTA’S EVOLUTION FROM AN
INDUSTRIAL POWERHOUSE TO A MODERN URBAN CENTER. NESTLED IN THE OLD FOURTH \W ARD NEIGHBORHOOD, Ponce CiTy
MARKET STANDS TODAY AS A VIBRANT SYMBOL OF ADAPTIVE REUSE AND COMMUNITY REVITALIZATION. BUT BEHIND ITS
CURRENT INCARNATION AS A BUSTLING MARKETPLACE, OFFICE SPACE, AND RESIDENTIAL COMPLEX LIES A RICH AND COLORFUL
PAST THAT TELLS THE STORY OF ATLANTA’S GROWTH, INNOVATION, AND RESILIENCE.

THE ORIGINS: THE SEARS, Roesuck & Co. BUILDING

THe sToRY ofF PoNCE CITY MARKET BEGINS IN THE EARLY 20TH CENTURY WHEN THE ICONIC SEARS, RoEBUCK § Co. SOUGHT
TO ESTABLISH A MASSIVE DISTRIBUTION CENTER IN ATLANTA. CONSTRUCTED IN 1926, THE BUILDING WAS DESIGNED TO SERVE
AS THE REGIONAL HEADQUARTERS FOR SEARS AND ITS CATALOG OPERATIONS THROUGHOUT THE SOUTHEAST. AT THE TIME,
SEARS WAS THE LARGEST RETAILER IN THE UNITED STATES, AND THE ATLANTA FACILITY WAS A CRITICAL HUB FOR
PROCESSING AND DISTRIBUTING MILLIONS OF CATALOG ORDERS.

ARCHITECTURE AND INDUSTRIAL SIGNIFICANCE

THE BUILDING ITSELF IS AN ARCHITECTURAL MARVEL, EMBODYING EARLY 20TH-CENTURY INDUSTRIAL DESIGN WITH ITS
REINFORCED CONCRETE STRUCTURE AND EXPANSIVE WINDOWS. |T WAS ONE OF THE LARGEST BRICK BUILDINGS IN THE
SOUTHEAST, FEATURING NEARLY 1.7 MILLION SQUARE FEET OF SPACE ACROSS SEVEN FLOORS. |TS IMMENSE SCALE AND
STRATEGIC LOCATION NEAR RAIL LINES MADE IT AN IDEAL LOGISTICS CENTER IN AN ERA WHEN MAIL-ORDER CATALOGS WERE
REVOLUTIONIZING SHOPPING.

THIS MASSIVE FACILITY NOT ONLY HOUSED WAREHOUSES BUT ALSO INCLUDED OFFICES, A RETAIL STORE, AND EVEN A SERVICE
CENTER. FOR DECADES, IT STOOD AS A TESTAMENT TO ATLANTA’S ROLE AS A TRANSPORTATION AND COMMERCIAL HUB,
HELPING TO FUEL THE CITY’S ECONOMIC GROWTH DURING THE INTERWAR YEARS.

TRANSITION AND DeCLINE: MID-20TH CenTURY CHANGES

AS THE RETAIL LANDSCAPE SHIFTED IN THE MID- | QOOS, SEARS GRADUALLY MOVED AWAY FROM CATALOG SALES TOWARD
BRICK~-AND-MORTAR STORES, AND THE IMPORTANCE OF THE ATLANTA DISTRIBUTION CENTER BEGAN TO WANE. By THE 1970s
THE RISE OF SUBURBAN SHOPPING MALLS AND CHANGES IN LOGISTICS TECHNOLOGY DIMINISHED THE BUILDING’S ROLE. SEARS
EVENTUALLY CLOSED THE FACILITY IN ]987, LEAVING BEHIND A MASSIVE INDUSTRIAL SHELL THAT, FOR MANY YEARS, STOOD
LARGELY VACANT AND UNDERUTILIZED.

IMPACT ON THE NEIGHBORHOOD

THE CLOSURE OF THE SEARS BUILDING HAD A SIGNIFICANT IMPACT ON THE SURROUNDING OLD FOURTH W/ ARD AREA. ONCE A
THRIVING INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT, THE NEIGHBORHOOD EXPERIENCED DECLINE, WITH MANY BUSINESSES SHUTTERING AND RESIDENTS
MOVING AWAY. THE BUILDING ITSELF BECAME A SYMBOL OF ECONOMIC DOWNTURN—A HULKING REMINDER OF THE CITY’S
SHIFTING FORTUNES AND THE CHALLENGES OF PRESERVING INDUSTRIAL HERITAGE IN A RAPIDLY CHANGING URBAN ENVIRONMENT.



ReEVITALIZATION AND ReBIRTH: THE MAKING OF PONCE CITY MARKET

THE NEXT CHAPTER IN THE HISTORY OF PONCE CITY MARKET BEGAN IN THE EARLY 20 10S WHEN JAMESTOWN PROPERTIES
ACQUIRED THE BUILDING WITH AN AMBITIOUS VISION: TO TRANSFORM THIS HISTORIC INDUSTRIAL RELIC INTO A MIXED-USE
DESTINATION THAT WOULD BREATHE NEW LIFE INTO THE OLD FOURTH W/ ARD. THIS MARKED THE START OF ONE OF ATLANTA’S
MOST CELEBRATED ADAPTIVE REUSE PROJECTS.

ReESTORATION EFFORTS AND DESIGN PHILOSOPHY

RESTORING THE BUILDING WAS NO SMALL FEAT. DEVELOPERS FACED CHALLENGES SUCH AS UPDATING THE CENTURY-OLD
INFRASTRUCTURE TO MEET MODERN SAFETY CODES, INSTALLING ENERGY-EFFICIENT SYSTEMS, AND PRESERVING HISTORIC
ARCHITECTURAL ELEMENTS LIKE THE DISTINCTIVE BRICK FACADE AND ORIGINAL WINDOWS. THE DESIGN TEAM PRIORITIZED
MAINTAINING THE BUILDING’S INDUSTRIAL CHARACTER WHILE CREATING SPACES THAT FELT WELCOMING AND CONTEMPORARY.

THIS APPROACH RESONATED WITH THE GROWING TREND OF URBAN REDEVELOPMENT WHERE HISTORIC INDUSTRIAL SITES ARE
REPURPOSED AS CULTURAL AND COMMERCIAL HUBS. THE PROJECT KEPT EXPOSED BRICK WALLS, STEEL BEAMS, AND HIGH
CEILINGS, BLENDING THE CHARM OF THE PAST WITH THE CONVENIENCES OF THE PRESENT.

CreATING A MixeD-Use COMMUNITY

Ponce CITY MARKET WAS ENVISIONED AS MORE THAN JUST A SHOPPING CENTER. T WAS DESIGNED TO BE A DYNAMIC
COMMUNITY SPACE WITH OFFICES, RETAIL STORES, RESTAURANTS, AND RESIDENTIAL UNITS. THE DEVELOPMENT INCLUDES A
FOOD HALL FEATURING A DIVERSE ARRAY OF CULINARY OFFERINGS, FROM LOCAL SOUTHERN CUISINE TO INTERNATIONAL
FLAVORS, MAKING IT A POPULAR GATHERING SPOT FOR LOCALS AND VISITORS ALIKE.

ADDITIONALLY, OFFICE SPACES ATTRACT TECH STARTUPS, CREATIVE AGENCIES, AND ESTABLISHED COMPANIES, FOSTERING
INNOVATION AND COLLABORATION. RESIDENTIAL LOFTS AND APARTMENTS OFFER URBAN LIVING OPTIONS THAT APPEAL TO
YOUNG PROFESSIONALS AND FAMILIES WHO WANT TO BE CLOSE TO THE CITY’S CULTURAL HEARTBEAT.

SIGNIFICANCE IN ATLANTA’s URBAN LANDSCAPE

TODAY, PonNcE CITY MARKET IS A SHINING EXAMPLE OF HOW HISTORIC PRESERVATION AND MODERN DEVELOPMENT CAN
COEXIST. IT HAS PLAYED A PIVOTAL ROLE IN THE RESURGENCE OF THE OLD FOURTH \X/ARD, HELPING TO TRANSFORM THE
NEIGHBORHOOD INTO ONE OF ATLANTA’S MOST DESIRABLE PLACES TO LIVE, WORK, AND PLAY.

CoMMUNITY IMPACT AND CULTURAL REVIVAL

THE MARKET IS MORE THAN A COMMERCIAL CENTER, IT’S A CULTURAL HUB WHERE ART INSTALLATIONS, MUSIC EVENTS, AND
FESTIVALS TAKE PLACE REGULARLY. THE ROOFTOP, KNOWN AS SKYLINE PARK, OFFERS STUNNING VIEWS OF DOWNTOWN
ATLANTA AND SERVES AS A RECREATIONAL SPACE FEATURING MINI-GOLF, CARNIVAL GAMES, AND SEASONAL EVENTS.

Ponce CITY MARKET’S SUCCESS HAS INSPIRED SIMILAR PROJECTS ACROSS THE CITY, EMPHASIZING THE VALUE OF PRESERVING

HISTORICAL STRUCTURES WHILE MEETING CONTEMPORARY URBAN NEEDS. |T DEMONSTRATES HOW INVESTMENT IN HERITAGE CAN
DRIVE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND COMMUNITY PRIDE.

AFTER SEARS VACATED THE BUILDING IN THE LATE 1990s, THE STRUCTURE WAS VACANT FOR YEARS UNTIL IT WAS
REDEVELOPED AND TRANSFORMED INTO A MIXED-USE SPACE BEGINNING AROUND 20 11, OFFICIALLY REOPENING AS PoNcE CITY
MARKET IN 20 14.

HISTORY OF PONCE CITY MARKET IS A FASCINATING JOURNEY THAT ENCAPSULATES THE BROADER NARRATIVE OF ATLANTA’'S
URBAN EVOLUTION. LOCATED IN THE OLD FOURTH W/ ARD NEIGHBORHOOD, PONCE CITY MARKET HAS TRANSFORMED FROM AN

THe ORIGINS: SEARS, RoeBUCK € Co. W AREHOUSE AND RETAIL STORE

THe sTORY OF PoONCE CITY MARKET BEGINS IN 1926 WHEN THE BUILDING WAS CONSTRUCTED AS THE SEARS, Roeauck § Co.
REGIONAL DISTRIBUTION CENTER AND RETAIL STORE. AT THE TIME, SEARS WAS A DOMINANT FORCE IN AMERICAN RETAIL, AND
THE BUILDING SERVED AS A CRITICAL LOGISTICS HUB FOR THE SOUTHEASTERN UNITED STATES. SPANNING OVER 2.1 MILLION
SQUARE FEET, IT WAS ONE OF THE LARGEST BRICK BUILDINGS IN THE SOUTHEASTERN UNITED STATES AND A SYMBOL OF
INDUSTRIAL MIGHT.

THE WAREHOUSE WAS SPECIFICALLY DESIGNED TO ACCOMMODATE SEARS’ MAIL-ORDER BUSINESS, A MODEL THAT
REVOLUTIONIZED RETAIL BY ALLOWING CUSTOMERS TO ORDER GOODS VIA CATALOGS. THIS OPERATION REQUIRED A MASSIVE,
EFFICIENT STORAGE AND SHIPPING FACILITY, WHICH THE Ponce CITY BUILDING FULFILLED. FEATURING A COMBINATION OF
REINFORCED CONCRETE AND BRICK, ITS DURABLE CONSTRUCTION ALLOWED IT TO WITHSTAND THE TEST OF TIME.

ARCHITECTURAL SIGNIFICANCE AND INDUSTRIAL DESIGN

THE BUILDING’S ARCHITECTURE REFLECTS THE INDUSTRIAL PRAGMATISM OF THE EARLY 20TH CENTURY, WITH LARGE WINDOWS
PROVIDING NATURAL LIGHT AND OPEN FLOOR PLANS FACILITATING WAREHOUSE OPERATIONS. |TS ART DECO INFLUENCES,
THOUGH SUBTLE, ARE EVIDENT IN THE STREAMLINED FORM AND DECORATIVE BRICK\WORK. DESIGNED BY PRINGLE € SMITH, A
PROMINENT ATLANTA ARCHITECTURAL FIRM, THE STRUCTURE WAS INNOVATIVE FOR ITS TIME, INCORPORATING FREIGHT
ELEVATORS AND RAIL ACCESS THAT CONNECTED DIRECTLY TO THE RAIL LINES OUTSIDE.

THIS DESIGN NOT ONLY SUPPORTED SEARS’ LOGISTICAL NEEDS BUT ALSO CONTRIBUTED TO ATLANTA’S ECONOMIC GROWTH BY
CREATING JOBS AND ENCOURAGING COMMERCE. THE BUILDING QUICKLY BECAME A LANDMARK ALONG PONCE DE LEON AVENUE, AN
IMPORTANT ARTERIAL ROAD LINKING DOWNTOWN ATLANTA TO ITS NORTHERN SUBURBS.

DecLINE AND VACANCY: THE MIDDLE YEARS

By THE LATE 20TH CENTURY, SHIFTS IN RETAIL AND LOGISTICS BEGAN TO RENDER THE Ponce CITY BUILDING OBSOLETE. SEARS’
MAIL-ORDER BUSINESS DECLINED SIGNIFICANTLY DUE TO THE RISE OF SUBURBAN SHOPPING MALLS AND EVENTUALLY E-COMMERCE.
THE COMPANY MOVED ITS DISTRIBUTION OPERATIONS ELSEWHERE BY THE ]9805/ LEAVING THE MASSIVE BUILDING VACANT FOR
SEVERAL YEARS.

DURING THIS PERIOD, THE STRUCTURE FELL INTO DISREPAIR, REFLECTING A BROADER PATTERN OF INDUSTRIAL DECLINE IN URBAN
AMERICA. DESPITE ITS HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE, THE BUILDING WAS ALMOST DEMOLISHED, FACING NEGLECT AND VANDALISM.
HO\X/EVER, ITS SHEER SIZE AND PRIME LOCATION MADE IT A TANTALIZING PROSPECT FOR REDEVELOPMENT.

CHALLENGES oF ADAPTIVE REUSE

REPURPOSING AN INDUSTRIAL BUILDING OF THIS SCALE PRESENTED NUMEROUS CHALLENGES. DEVELOPERS HAD TO ADDRESS
ENVIRONMENTAL CONTAMINATION, STRUCTURAL RETROFITTING, AND COMPLIANCE WITH MODERN BUILDING CODES WHILE
PRESERVING HISTORIC FEATURES. THE BUILDING’S VAST INTERIOR SPACES REQUIRED CREATIVE DESIGN SOLUTIONS TO
ACCOMMODATE NEW USES SUCH AS RETAIL, OFFICE, AND RESIDENTIAL UNITS.

CITY PLANNERS AND PRESERVATIONISTS ALSO DEBATED HOW TO BALANCE HISTORIC PRESERVATION WITH THE NEED FOR
ECONOMIC REVITALIZATION. THE BUILDING’S INTEGRATION INTO THE SURROUNDING URBAN FABRIC WAS CRITICAL TO ITS
SUCCESS, NECESSITATING IMPROVEMENTS IN TRANSPORTATION ACCESS, PEDESTRIAN CONNECTIVITY, AND PUBLIC SPACE DESIGN.



REVITALIZATION: THE BIRTH oF PoONCE CITY MARKET

THE REVITALIZATION OF THE PONCE CITY MARKET BEGAN IN EARNEST IN THE EARLY 20 10S UNDER THE LEADERSHIP OF
JAMESTOWN, A REAL ESTATE INVESTMENT AND MANAGEMENT COMPANY. JAMESTOWN’S VISION WAS TO TRANSFORM THE
DERELICT SEARS BUILDING INTO A MIXED-USE DEVELOPMENT THAT WOULD SERVE AS A CATALYST FOR THE REVITALIZATION OF
THE OLD FOURTH W/ ARD NEIGHBORHOOD.

THE REDEVELOPMENT, COMPLETED IN PHASES STARTING IN 201 4, FOCUSED ON PRESERVING THE BUILDING’S HISTORIC CHARACTER
WHILE INTRODUCING MODERN AMENITIES. THE PROJECT INCLUDED:

o CONVERSION OF UPPER FLOORS INTO RESIDENTIAL APARTMENTS AND OFFICE SPACES

CREATION OF A FOOD HALL FEATURING LOCAL AND ARTISANAL VENDORS
® RETAIL SHOPS AND BOUTIQUES OFFERING CURATED SHOPPING EXPERIENCES

® PUBLIC SPACES SUCH AS ROOFTOP AMUSEMENT PARKS AND GREEN AREAS

EconoMic AND CULTURAL IMPACT

Ponce CITY MARKET’S REDEVELOPMENT HAD A PROFOUND ECONOMIC IMPACT ON ATLANTA. IT ATTRACTED THOUSANDS OF NEW
RESIDENTS AND BUSINESSES, CONTRIBUTING TO JOB CREATION AND INCREASED TAX REVENUES. THE FooD HALL, IN PARTICULAR,
BECAME A CULTURAL DESTINATION, SHOWCASING THE CITY’S CULINARY DIVERSITY AND FOSTERING COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT.

THE PROJECT ALSO SERVED AS A MODEL FOR SUSTAINABLE URBAN REDEVELOPMENT, EMPHASIZING WALKABILITY AND
