Turn Right Side Out: Gently pull the bow through the opening to turn it right side out.5.

Press the Bow: Use an iron to press the bow flat, ensuring crisp edges.6.

Close the Opening: Hand stitch the opening closed with small, invisible stitches.7.

Making the Neck Strap

The strap needs to be adjustable for comfort and fit. Here’s a simple way to sew it:

Cut a long strip of fabric for the strap, about 3 inches wide and long enough to fit around your neck
plus some extra for adjustments.

Fold the strip in half lengthwise, right sides together, and sew along the long edge with a ¼-inch seam
allowance.

Turn the strap right side out—using a loop turner or safety pin can help with this step.

Press the strap flat with your iron.

Attach adjustable hardware or sew hook-and-eye closures at the ends for easy fastening.

Assembling the Bow Tie

Once both the bow and strap are ready, you’ll need to attach them:

Pin the center of the bow onto the strap.1.

Wrap a small piece of fabric or ribbon around the center of the bow to create the classic “knot” look,2.
sewing it in place.

Secure the bow to the strap by sewing the back of the wrapped center to the strap carefully so it3.
doesn’t shift.

Try on the bow tie and adjust the strap length as needed.4.
