FoOrRT W ALTON BEACH HURRICANE HisTORY: A Look Back AT NATURE’S FURY oON THE EMErRALD CoAST

FORT WALTON BEACH HURRICANE HISTORY IS A STORY OF RESILIENCE, PREPARATION, AND THE ONGOING BATTLE BETWEEN
COASTAL COMMUNITIES AND THE POWERFUL STORMS THAT FORM OVER THE GULF OF MEXICO AND THE ATLANTIC OCEAN.
NESTLED ON FLORIDA’S EMERALD COAST, FORT W/ ALTON BEACH HAS LONG BEEN A POPULAR DESTINATION FOR TOURISTS
SEEKING SUN, SAND, AND SURF. HOWEVER, THIS BEAUTIFUL AREA IS NO STRANGER TO HURRICANES, WHICH HAVE SHAPED ITS
LANDSCAPE, ECONOMY, AND COMMUNITY SPIRIT OVER THE DECADES.

UNDERSTANDING THE HURRICANE HISTORY OF FORT W ALTON BEACH NOT ONLY PROVIDES INSIGHT INTO THE REGION’S
VULNERABILITY BUT ALSO HIGHLIGHTS THE PROGRESS MADE IN DISASTER PREPAREDNESS AND COASTAL MANAGEMENT. LET’S DIVE
INTO THE KEY EVENTS, PATTERNS, AND LESSONS LEARNED FROM PAST HURRICANES THAT HAVE IMPACTED THIS CHARMING
COASTAL CITY.

GeEoGRAPHICAL CONTEXT AND HURRICANE VULNERABILITY OF FORT WALTON
BEACH

FORT WALTON BEACH IS LOCATED IN OKALOOSA COUNTY ALONG THE NORTHWEST COAST OF FLORIDA. [TS PROXIMITY TO
THE WARM WATERS OF THE GULF OF MEXICO MAKES IT AN IDEAL BREEDING GROUND FOR TROPICAL STORMS AND HURRICANES,
ESPECIALLY DURING THE ATLANTIC HURRICANE SEASON FROMJUNE 1 7o Novemeer 30. THE FLAT COASTAL TOPOGRAPHY,
COMBINED WITH THE AREA’S POPULARITY AS A BEACHFRONT DESTINATION, MEANS THAT HURRICANES CAN CAUSE SIGNIFICANT
STORM SURGE FLOODING, WIND DAMAGE, AND BEACH EROSION.

THE CITY’S POSITION NEAR BARRIER ISLANDS AND ESTUARIES ALSO INFLUENCES HOW HURRICANES IMPACT THE AREA. STORM
SURGE CAN BE AMPLIFIED IN THESE SHALLOW WATERS, LEADING TO FLOODING THAT AFFECTS HOMES, BUSINESSES, AND CRITICAL
INFRASTRUCTURE. OVER THE YEARS, THE COMMUNITY HAS LEARNED TO ADAPT AND IMPLEMENT STRONGER BUILDING CODES,
EVACUATION PLANS, AND EMERGENCY RESPONSE SYSTEMS TO MITIGATE HURRICANE DAMAGE.

NoTABLE HURRICANES IN FORT W ALTON BEACH HiISTORY

W/HILE MANY TROPICAL STORMS HAVE BRUSHED PAST THE REGION, SEVERAL HURRICANES STAND OUT AS PARTICULARLY
IMPACTFUL IN THE HISTORY OF FORT W/ ALTON BEACH. THESE STORMS PROVIDE VALUABLE CASE STUDIES FOR UNDERSTANDING
THE CHALLENGES THIS COASTAL CITY FACES AND HOW IT HAS EVOLVED IN RESPONSE.

HurrICANE OpAL (1995)

ONE OF THE MOST SIGNIFICANT STORMS IN RECENT MEMORY, HuUrrICANE OPAL MADE LANDFALL NEAR FORT W ALTON BEACH AS
A CATEGORY 3 HURRICANE. |T BROUGHT SUSTAINED WINDS EXCEEDING 115 MPH AND A STORM SURGE THAT FLOODED LARGE
PORTIONS OF THE COAST. OPAL CAUSED WIDESPREAD POWER OUTAGES, DAMAGED THOUSANDS OF HOMES, AND FORCED
EXTENSIVE EVACUATIONS.

THE AFTERMATH OF OPAL HIGHLIGHTED THE IMPORTANCE OF ROBUST EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS AND BUILDING RESILIENCE.

RECOVERY EFFORTS INCLUDED BEACH RESTORATION PROJECTS AND INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS THAT AIMED TO REDUCE
VULNERABILITY TO FUTURE STORMS.

HurricANE Ivan (2004)



HURRICANE |VAN IS OFTEN REMEMBERED AS ONE OF THE MOST DESTRUCTIVE HURRICANES TO HIT THE GULF COAST. ALTHOUGH
[VAN’S EYE MADE LANDFALL FURTHER WEST IN ALABAMA/ FORT W ALTON BEACH EXPERIENCED SEVERE IMPACTS FROM ITS OUTER
BANDS. THE STORM PRODUCED HURRICANE-FORCE WINDS AND HEAVY RAINFALL, RESULTING IN FLOODING AND PROPERTY DAMAGE.

[VAN’S IMPACT ON FORT W/ ALTON BEACH REINFORCED THE NEED FOR CONTINUOUS UPDATES TO HURRICANE EVACUATION
ROUTES AND COMMUNICATION SYSTEMS. |IT ALSO BROUGHT ATTENTION TO THE NEED FOR RESIDENTS TO TAKE HURRICANE
W ARNINGS SERIOUSLY, EVEN IF THE STORM’S CENTER DOESN’T DIRECTLY HIT THEIR AREA.

HurrIcANE MicHAEL (2018)

HURRICANE MICHAEL WAS A DEVASTATING CATEGORY 5 HURRICANE THAT MADE LANDFALL IN THE FLORIDA PANHANDLE, NOT
FAR FROM FORT W ALTON BEACH. THOUGH THE CITY WAS SPARED THE WORST OF THE EYEWALL, IT STILL EXPERIENCED
DAMAGING WINDS AND STORM SURGE. THE STORM CAUSED POWER OUTAGES, STRUCTURAL DAMAGE, AND SIGNIFICANT
DISRUPTION TO DAILY LIFE.

MICHAEL’S UNPRECEDENTED STRENGTH SERVED AS A STARK REMINDER OF THE INCREASING INTENSITY OF HURRICANES, POSSIBLY
LINKED TO CLIMATE CHANGE. |T ALSO UNDERSCORED THE ONGOING NEED FOR COMMUNITY RESILIENCE, INVESTMENT IN EMERGENCY
SERVICES, AND PUBLIC EDUCATION ON HURRICANE PREPAREDNESS.

THe EvoLuTioN oF HURRICANE PREPAREDNESS IN FORT W/ ALTON BEACH

FORT W ALTON BEACH’S HISTORY WITH HURRICANES HAS SHAPED THE WAY THE CITY PREPARES FOR AND RESPONDS TO THESE
NATURAL DISASTERS. OVER THE YEARS, LOCAL GOVERNMENT AND RESIDENTS HAVE IMPLEMENTED NUMEROUS STRATEGIES TO
REDUCE RISK AND ENHANCE SAFETY.

IMPROVED BUILDING CODES AND INFRASTRUCTURE

IN THE WAKE OF DAMAGING HURRICANES, ForT WALTON BEACH AND OkALOOSA COUNTY UPDATED BUILDING CODES TO ENSURE
STRUCTURES COULD BETTER WITHSTAND HIGH WINDS AND FLOODING. NEW CONSTRUCTIONS OFTEN INCLUDE REINFORCED ROOFS,
IMPACT-RESISTANT WINDOWS, AND ELEVATED FOUNDATIONS TO MINIMIZE DAMAGE FROM STORM SURGE.

CRITICAL INFRASTRUCTURE, SUCH AS POWER GRIDS AND WATER TREATMENT FACILITIES, HAS ALSO BEEN FORTIFIED TO REDUCE
DOWNTIME AFTER STORMS. THESE IMPROVEMENTS AIM TO FACILITATE QUICKER RECOVERY AND REDUCE ECONOMIC LOSSES.

COMMUNITY EVACUATION PLANS

ONE OF THE MOST VITAL ASPECTS OF HURRICANE PREPAREDNESS IS A WELL-COORDINATED EVACUATION PLAN. FORT W ALTON
BEACH HAS DEVELOPED CLEAR EVACUATION ROUTES AND REGULARLY CONDUCTS PUBLIC AWARENESS CAMPAIGNS TO EDUCATE
RESIDENTS AND VISITORS ABOUT WHEN AND HOW TO EVACUATE SAFELY.

EMERGENCY SHELTERS ARE STRATEGICALLY LOCATED, AND LOCAL AUTHORITIES WORK CLOSELY WITH STATE AND FEDERAL

AGENCIES TO ENSURE RESOURCES ARE AVAILABLE DURING HURRICANE SEASON. THIS COORDINATION HAS SAVED LIVES AND
MINIMIZED CHAOS DURING STORM EVENTS.

PuBLIC AWARENESS AND EDUCATION

EDUCATION PLAYS A CRUCIAL ROLE IN MITIGATING HURRICANE IMPACTS. FORT W ALTON BEACH ENGAGES THE COMMUNITY
THROUGH WORKSHOPS, SOCIAL MEDIA UPDATES, AND PARTNERSHIPS WITH SCHOOLS TO TEACH HURRICANE SAFETY AND



PREPAREDNESS.

TIPS SUCH AS ASSEMBLING EMERGENCY KITS, SECURING OUTDOOR ITEMS, AND HAVING A FAMILY COMMUNICATION PLAN ARE
WIDELY PROMOTED. BY EMPOWERING INDIVIDUALS WITH KNOWLEDGE, THE CITY FOSTERS A CULTURE OF READINESS THAT CAN
REDUCE PANIC AND IMPROVE OUTCOMES DURING HURRICANES.

ENVIRONMENTAL AND EcoNoMIC IMPACTS oF HURRICANES ON FORT W ALTON
BEACH

HURRICANES NOT ONLY THREATEN HUMAN SAFETY BUT ALSO HAVE LASTING EFFECTS ON THE ENVIRONMENT AND LOCAL
ECONOMY. UNDERSTANDING THESE IMPACTS IS ESSENTIAL FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT AND RECOVERY PLANNING.

BeacH ErRosioN AND HABITAT Loss

STORM SURGE AND HIGH WAVES DURING HURRICANES OFTEN CAUSE SIGNIFICANT BEACH EROSION IN FORT W/ ALTON BEACH. THIS
NATURAL PROCESS CAN STRIP AWAY SAND DUNES, DAMAGE COASTAL VEGETATION, AND DISTURB WILDLIFE HABITATS. THe
LOSS OF BEACHES ALSO AFFECTS TOURISM, WHICH IS A MAJOR ECONOMIC DRIVER FOR THE AREA.

EFFORTS TO COMBAT EROSION INCLUDE BEACH NOURISHMENT PROJECTS, DUNE RESTORATION, AND THE INSTALLATION OF
PROTECTIVE STRUCTURES LIKE SEAWALLS AND GROINS. THESE INITIATIVES HELP PRESERVE THE COASTLINE AND MAINTAIN THE
NATURAL BEAUTY THAT ATTRACTS VISITORS.

TouURISM AND BUSINESS DISRUPTIONS

AS A POPULAR VACATION SPOT, FORT W/ ALTON BEACH’S ECONOMY HEAVILY DEPENDS ON TOURISM. HURRICANES CAN LEAD TO
TEMPORARY CLOSURES OF HOTELS, RESTAURANTS, AND ATTRACTIONS, CAUSING SIGNIFICANT FINANCIAL LOSSES. PROLONGED
POWER OUTAGES AND INFRASTRUCTURE DAMAGE CAN DETER TOURISTS IN THE MONTHS FOLLOWING A STORM.

HO\)VEVER, THE COMMUNITY’S QUICK RECOVERY AND STRONG TOURISM MARKETING HAVE OFTEN HELPED THE CITY BOUNCE BACK
RAPIDLY. MANY BUSINESSES ALSO USE HURRICANE DOWNTIME TO RENOVATE AND IMPROVE THEIR SERVICES, TURNING CHALLENGES
INTO OPPORTUNITIES FOR GROW TH.

INSURANCE AND PROPERTY V ALUES

THE FREQUENCY OF HURRICANES IMPACTS PROPERTY INSURANCE RATES AND REAL ESTATE VALUES IN FORT W/ ALTON BEACH.
HOMEOWNERS OFTEN FACE HIGHER PREMIUMS OR STRICTER COVERAGE REQUIREMENTS AS INSURERS ACCOUNT FOR THE RISK OF
STORM DAMAGE.

DESPITE THESE CHALLENGES, THE CITY REMAINS AN ATTRACTIVE LOCATION FOR RESIDENTS AND INVESTORS, PARTLY DUE TO
CONTINUOUS IMPROVEMENTS IN HURRICANE MITIGATION AND EMERGENCY RESPONSE CAPABILITIES.

LookING AHEAD: FORT W ALTON BEACH AND FUTURE HURRICANE
CHALLENGES

CLIMATE SCIENTISTS PREDICT THAT HURRICANES MAY BECOME MORE INTENSE DUE TO RISING SEA SURFACE TEMPERATURES AND
CHANGING ATMOSPHERIC CONDITIONS. FOR FORT W/ ALTON BEACH, THIS MEANS THAT UNDERSTANDING ITS HURRICANE HISTORY
IS MORE IMPORTANT THAN EVER.



INVESTING IN RESILIENT INFRASTRUCTURE, EXPANDING GREEN SPACES TO ABSORB FLOODWATERS, AND ENHANCING EARLY
WARNING SYSTEMS WILL BE CRUCIAL STRATEGIES MOVING FORWARD. COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT AND EDUCATION WILL CONTINUE
TO PLAY A CENTRAL ROLE IN PREPARING BOTH RESIDENTS AND VISITORS FOR POTENTIAL STORMS.

As FORT W ALTON BEACH REFLECTS ON ITS HURRICANE HISTORY, IT ALSO EMBRACES INNOVATION AND COOPERATION TO
SAFEGUARD ITS FUTURE ALONG FLORIDA’S BEAUTIFUL BUT VULNERABLE EMERALD COAST.

FORT W/ ALTON BEACH EXPERIENCES HURRICANES OR TROPICAL STORMS APPROXIMATELY EVERY FEW YEARS, WITH THE PEAK
HURRICANE SEASON OCCURRING BET\X/EENJUNE AND NOVEMBER.

HAs FORT W ALTON BEACH EVER BEEN DIRECTLY HIT BY A CATEGORY 5 HURRICANE?

No, FORT W ALTON BEACH HAS NOT BEEN DIRECTLY HIT BY A CATEGORY & HURRICANE, BUT IT HAS EXPERIENCED IMPACTS FROM
MAJOR HURRICANES RANGING FROM CATEGORY 2 To CATEGORY 4.

WHAT WAS THE IMPACT oF HURRICANE MICHAEL ON FORT W ALTON BEACH?

HurrICANE MICHAEL IN 2018, A CATEGORY & HURRICANE, CAUSED SEVERE DAMAGE IN THE REGION NEAR FORT W/ ALTON
BEACH, INCLUDING STRONG WINDS AND FLOODING, ALTHOUGH THE CITY ITSELF EXPERIENCED LESS DIRECT IMPACT COMPARED TO
NEARBY AREAS.

How HAS FORT W ALTON BEACH IMPROVED ITS HURRICANE PREPAREDNESS OVER THE
YEARS?

FORT W ALTON BEACH HAS ENHANCED ITS HURRICANE PREPAREDNESS BY IMPROVING BUILDING CODES, ESTABLISHING EFFECTIVE
EVACUATION ROUTES, AND INCREASING PUBLIC AW ARENESS THROUGH COMMUNITY EDUCATION PROGRAMS.

\WHAT IS THE HISTORICAL FREQUENCY OF HURRICANE-RELATED FLOODING IN FORT
¥ ALTON BEACH?

HURRICANE-RELATED FLOODING HAS OCCURRED SEVERAL TIMES IN FORT W/ ALTON BEACH'S HISTORY, ESPECIALLY DURING MAJOR
STORMS LIkE HURRICANE VAN (2004) anD HURrICANE Dennis (2005), WHICH BROUGHT HEAVY RAINFALL AND STORM SURGE.

ARE THERE ANY NOTABLE CHANGES IN HURRICANE PATTERNS AFFECTING FORT WALTON
BeAcCH?

RECENT STUDIES SUGGEST THAT HURRICANES IMPACTING FORT W ALTON BEACH MAY BE INCREASING IN INTENSITY DUE TO
CLIMATE CHANGE, ALTHOUGH THE FREQUENCY HAS REMAINED VARIABLE OVER THE YEARS.



W/HAT ROLE DOES FORT W ALTON BEACH'S GEOGRAPHY PLAY IN ITS HURRICANE
HISTORY?

FORT W ALTON BEACH'S COASTAL LOCATION ON THE GULF OF MEXICO MAKES IT VULNERABLE TO HURRICANES AND TROPICAL
STORMS, WITH LOW-LYING AREAS BEING PARTICULARLY AT RISK FOR STORM SURGE AND FLOODING.

How HAS THE LOCAL ECONOMY OF FORT W ALTON BEACH BEEN AFFECTED BY PAST
HURRIC ANES?

PAST HURRICANES HAVE TEMPORARILY DISRUPTED FORT W ALTON BEACH'S LoCAL ECONOMY, ESPECIALLY TOURISM AND
FISHING INDUSTRIES, BUT RECOVERY EFFORTS HAVE GENERALLY BEEN SWIFT TO RESTORE ECONOMIC STABILITY.

\WHAT RESOURCES ARE AVAILABLE FOR RESIDENTS OF FORT W ALTON BEACH TO LEARN
ABOUT HURRICANE HISTORY AND PREPAREDNESS?

RESIDENTS CAN ACCESS INFORMATION THROUGH THE FORT W/ ALTON BEACH GOVERNMENT WEBSITE, LOCAL LIBRARIES, NOAA
HURRICANE ARCHIVES, AND COMMUNITY W ORKSHOPS FOCUSED ON HURRICANE HISTORY AND PREPAREDNESS.

THE GEOGRAPHIC AND CLIMATIC CONTEXT oF FORT W ALTON BEACH

SITUATED ON THE NORTHWEST COAST OF FLORIDA ALONG THE GULF OF MeXICO, FORT W ALTON BEACH’S LOCATION MAKES IT
PARTICULARLY SUSCEPTIBLE TO HURRICANES ORIGINATING FROM THE ATLANTIC OCEAN AND THE GULF. THE WARM WATERS OF
THE GULF SERVE AS FUEL FOR TROPICAL STORMS, OFTEN INTENSIFYING THEM BEFORE LANDFALL. THIS GEOGRAPHIC POSITIONING
IS SIGNIFICANT WHEN ANALYZING THE FORT WALTON BEACH HURRICANE HISTORY, AS IT EXPLAINS THE FREQUENCY AND INTENSITY
OF STORMS AFFECTING THE AREA COMPARED TO OTHER PARTS OF THE FLORIDA COASTLINE.

THE SUBTROPICAL CLIMATE OF FORT W ALTON BEACH, CHARACTERIZED BY HOT SUMMERS AND MILD WINTERS, ALSO
CONTRIBUTES TO THE SEASONAL HURRICANE ACTIVITY. THE ATLANTIC HURRICANE SEASON, OFFICIALLY SPANNING FROMJUNE 1
To NOVEMBER 30/ WITH A PEAK BETWEEN AUGUST AND OCTOBER/ ALIGNS WITH THE HIGHEST RISK PERIOD FOR THE REGION.

HisToricAL OVERVIEW OF MAJOR HURRICANES AFFECTING FORT WALTON
BEACH

OVER THE PAST CENTURY, FORT W/ ALTON BEACH HAS EXPERIENCED A RANGE OF HURRICANES VARYING IN CATEGORY STRENGTH,
DAMAGE CAUSED, AND RECOVERY TIME. EXAMINING SPECIFIC HISTORICAL EVENTS OFFERS INSIGHT INTO THE EVOLVING
CHALLENGES FACED BY THE COMMUNITY.



HurrICANE OpPAL (1995)

ONE OF THE MOST SIGNIFICANT STORMS IN THE FORT WALTON BEACH HURRICANE HISTORY 1S HURRICANE OPAL/ WHICH MADE
LANDFALL NEAR THE AREA AS A CATEGORY 3 HURRICANE. OPAL CAUSED WIDESPREAD DESTRUCTION, WITH SUSTAINED WINDS
EXCEEDING 115 MPH, LEADING TO EXTENSIVE DAMAGE TO INFRASTRUCTURE, HOMES, AND LOCAL BUSINESSES. THE STORM SURGE
INUNDATED COASTAL AREAS, RESULTING IN SEVERE FLOODING THAT DISPLACED THOUSANDS.

THE AFTERMATH OF HURRICANE OPAL PROMPTED SUBSTANTIAL IMPROVEMENTS IN EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS AND
INFRASTRUCTURE RESILIENCE. NOTABLY, EVACUATION PROTOCOLS WERE REFINED, AND BUILDING CODES WERE UPDATED TO
BETTER WITHSTAND FUTURE HURRICANES.

HurrIcANE Ivan (2004)

HURRICANE |VAN STANDS OUT AS ANOTHER PIVOTAL EVENT. ALTHOUGH ITS CENTER MADE LANDFALL WEST OF FORT W ALTON
BEACH, THE AREA ENDURED HURRICANE-FORCE WINDS AND SIGNIFICANT STORM SURGE. |[VAN’S EXTENSIVE WIND FIELD AND SLOW
MOVEMENT CAUSED PROLONGED EXPOSURE TO DAMAGING CONDITIONS. THE STORM’S IMPACT INCLUDED POWER OUTAGES
LASTING DAYS, ROAD CLOSURES, AND DAMAGE TO THE TOURISM-DEPENDENT ECONOMY.

THE EXPERIENCE WITH HURRICANE |V AN UNDERSCORED THE IMPORTANCE OF REGIONAL COOPERATION IN DISASTER RESPONSE AND
HIGHLIGHTED VULNERABILITIES IN CRITICAL INFRASTRUCTURE, ESPECIALLY ELECTRICAL GRIDS AND COMMUNICATION NET W ORKS.

o HURRICANE MICHAEL (2018): THOUGH PRIMARILY IMPACTING THE FLORIDA PANHANDLE FURTHER EAST, MICHAEL’S
PERIPHERAL EFFECTS WERE FELT IN FORT W/ ALTON BEACH, INCLUDING HEAVY RAINS AND GUSTY WINDS.

EACH STORM HAS CONTRIBUTED LAYERS TO THE FORT WALTON BEACH HURRICANE HISTORY, INFLUENCING POLICY AND
COMMUNITY AW ARENESS.

PATTERNS AND TRENDS IN HURRICANE ACTIVITY

ANALYZING FORT WALTON BEACH HURRICANE HISTORY REVEALS SEVERAL KEY PATTERNS. THE FREQUENCY OF HURRICANES
APPROACHING THE AREA APPEARS TO FLUCTUATE IN RESPONSE TO BROADER CLIMATIC CYCLES SUCH AS THE ATLANTIC
MuLTiDECADAL OsciLLATION (AMO) anp EL NIF| o-SouTHern OsciLLATION (ENSO). PERIODS OF HIGHER SEA SURFACE
TEMPERATURES CORRELATE WITH INCREASED HURRICANE FORMATION AND INTENSITY.

FURTHERMORE, RECENT DECADES HAVE SEEN AN UPTICK IN THE STRENGTH OF HURRICANES IMPACTING THE GULF COAST,
INCLUDING FORT W ALTON BEACH. THIS TREND ALIGNS WITH SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH INDICATING THAT CLIMATE CHANGE MAY BE
CONTRIBUTING TO MORE INTENSE STORMS DUE TO WARMER OCEAN TEMPERATURES AND HIGHER ATMOSPHERIC MOISTURE
CONTENT.



STORrRM SURGE AND FLOODING RISks

STORM SURGE REMAINS A CRITICAL CONCERN IN THE FORT WALTON BEACH HURRICANE HISTORY NARRATIVE. AS HURRICANES
APPROACH, THE COMBINATION OF HIGH WINDS AND LOW ATMOSPHERIC PRESSURE PUSHES SEAWATER ONTO SHORELINES, OFTEN
EXCEEDING NORMAL TIDAL LEVELS. FORT W ALTON BEACH’S RELATIVELY LOW ELEVATION AND PROXIMITY TO BAYS AND
ESTUARIES EXACERBATE THIS RISK.

FLOODING FROM STORM SURGE NOT ONLY DAMAGES BUILDINGS BUT ALSO DISRUPTS TRANSPORTATION AND EMERGENCY

RESPONSE EFFORTS. HISTORICAL EVENTS HAVE SHOWN THAT SURGE-RELATED FLOODING OFTEN CAUSES MORE PROLONGED AND
COSTLY RECOVERY CHALLENGES THAN WIND DAMAGE ALONE.

COMMUNITY PREPAREDNESS AND EVOLVING INFRASTRUCTURE

THE REPEATED EXPERIENCE WITH HURRICANES HAS DRIVEN FORT W/ ALTON BEACH TO ADOPT COMPREHENSIVE PREPAREDNESS AND
MITIGATION STRATEGIES. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCIES HAVE DEVELOPED DETAILED EVACUATION ROUTES, PUBLIC ALERT
SYSTEMS, AND COMMUNITY EDUCATION PROGRAMS FOCUSING ON HURRICANE READINESS.
