The Kangaroo gets its powerful hind legs, long tail, and hopping gait after
being chased all day by a dingo, sent by a minor god responding to the Kangaroo's request to be
made different from all other animals.The Just So Stories began as bedtime stories told to his
daughter Effie [Josephine, Kipling's firstborn]; when the first three were published in a children's
magazine, a year before her death, Kipling explained: in the evening there were stories meant to put
Effie to sleep, and you were not allowed to alter those by one single little word. They had to be told
just so; or Effie would wake up and put back the missing sentence. So at last they came to be like
charms, all three of them,-the whale tale, the camel tale, and the rhinoceros
  just so stories by rudyard kipling: Just So Stories by Rudyard Kipling Rudyard Kipling,
2017-07-20 How to recognize which books should read.The classic means forever then the classic
books mean eternity.Good friends, good books and a cup of tea, this is my idea life.
