WHo WAs WALT DiSNey?

W ALT DisNeY wAS BORN ON DECeMBER 6, 1901, IN CHICAGO, ILLINOIS. FROM A VERY YOUNG AGE, HE LOVED TO DRAW AND
TELL STORIES. HIS FULL NAME WAS \W ALTER ELIAS DISNEY, BUT MOST PEOPLE JUST CALLED HIM WALT. AS A CHILD, WALT
ENJOYED PAINTING AND SKETCHING, SHOWING EARLY SIGNS OF THE CREATIVITY THAT WOULD LATER MAKE HIM FAMOUS.

GROWING UP, W ALT MOVED WITH HIS FAMILY SEVERAL TIMES, EVENTUALLY SETTLING IN Kansas CiTy. THEREI HE LEARNED

ABOUT ART AND ANIMATION, WHICH ARE LIKE MAKING CARTOONS COME TO LIFE. EVEN THOUGH W ALT FACED MANY CHALLENGES,
INCLUDING BEING TOLD HE WASN’T GOOD ENOUGH AT SOME POINTS, HE NEVER GAVE UP ON HIS DREAMS.

EARLY LIFE AND PASSION FOR DRAWING

W ALT’s CHILDHOOD AND ScHooL DAYS

W/ ALT DISNEY LOVED DRAWING SO MUCH THAT HE WOULD SPEND HOURS CREATING PICTURES. HE SOLD SOME OF HIS SKETCHES
TO NEIGHBORS AND FRIENDS TO EARN A LITTLE MONEY. W ALT ALSO TOOK ART CLASSES AND LEARNED HOW TO IMPROVE HIS
TALENT. HIS PASSION FOR CARTOONS WAS CLEAR EVEN AS A YOUNG BOY.

FIRST STEPS INTO ANIMATION

WHEN WALT WAS A TEENAGER, HE STARTED WORKING AS A CARTOONIST FOR A LOCAL NEWSPAPER. He ALSO JOINED AN
ANIMATION STUDIO, WHERE HE LEARNED HOW CARTOONS \WERE MADE. THIS WAS THE BEGINNING OF HIS JOURNEY INTO THE
WORLD OF ANIMATED FILMS. W/ ALT WANTED TO CREATE STORIES THAT WOULD MAKE PEOPLE SMILE AND FEEL HAPPY.

THE BIRTH oF WALT DisNey STuplOS

FroM LAUGH-O-GrAM TO MiCckey MoUSE

IN 1922, W ALT DISNEY MOVED TO HOLLYWOOD TO START HIS OWN ANIMATION COMPANY. HIS FIRST STUDIO WAS CALLED
LAUGH-O-GRAM, WHERE HE MADE SHORT CARTOONS. ALTHOUGH THE COMPANY DIDN’T LAST LONG, IT TAUGHT WALT
IMPORTANT LESSONS ABOUT BUSINESS AND CREATIVITY.

THEN CAME A BIG BREAKTHROUGH—THE CREATION OF MICKEY MOUSE. IN 1928, W ALT AND HIS TEAM MADE THE FIRST MICKEY
MOUSE CARTOON CALLED “STEAMBOAT WILLIE.” IT WAS ONE OF THE FIRST CARTOONS WITH SYNCHRONIZED SOUND, MEANING
THE SOUNDS MATCHED PERFECTLY WITH THE ACTIONS ON SCREEN. MICKEY MOUSE QUICKLY BECAME A BELOVED CHARACTER ALL



AROUND THE WORLD.

AFTER MICkeY, W ALT DISNEY CREATED MANY OTHER FAMOUS CHARACTERS LIKE DONALD Duck, GooFy, AND PLUTO. EACH

W ALT DISNEY’S LEGACY AND ACHIEVEMENTS

INNOVATIONS IN ANIMATION

W ALT DISNEY WAS A TRUE INNOVATOR. HE WAS THE FIRST TO USE SYNCHRONIZED SOUND IN CARTOONS, AND HE CREATED THE
FIRST FULL-LENGTH ANIMATED MOVIE, “SNOW WHITE AND THE SEVEN DWARFS,” IN 1937. THIS MOVIE WAS A HUGE SUCCESS
AND SHOWED THAT ANIMATION COULD TELL AMAZING STORIES JUST LIKE LIVE-ACTION FILMS.

HE ALSO INTRODUCED NEW TECHNOLOGIES LIKE TECHNICOLOR, WHICH MADE CARTOONS BRIGHT AND COLORFUL. WALT’S
CREATIVITY PUSHED THE BOUNDARIES OF WHAT WAS POSSIBLE IN ANIMATION AND FILMMAKING.

A LASTING INFLUENCE ON ENTERTAINMENT

EVEN AFTER WALT DISNEY PASSED AWAY IN 1966, HIS IDEAS AND CREATIONS CONTINUE TO INSPIRE PEOPLE WORLDWIDE. HIS
COMPANY GREW INTO ONE OF THE BIGGEST ENTERTAINMENT COMPANIES, PRODUCING MOVIES, TV SHOWS, THEME PARKS, AND
MORE. W/ ALT DISNEY’S STORY TEACHES KIDS THE IMPORTANCE OF DREAMING BIG, WORKING HARD, AND NEVER GIVING UP.

EARLY LIFE AND INSPIRATIONS

W ALTER ELIAS DISNEY WAS BORN ON DEcemBER 5, 1901, IN CHICAGO, ILLINOIS. FROM A YOUNG AGE, W/ ALT SHOWED A KEEN
INTEREST IN DRAWING AND STORYTELLING. HIS FAMILY LATER MOVED TO A FARM IN MARCELINE, MISSOURI, WHERE W ALT’S
IMAGINATION FLOURISHED AMID NATURE AND RURAL LIFE. THIS ENVIRONMENT INSPIRED MANY OF HIS LATER CREATIVE IDEAS.

W/ ALT’S EARLY PASSION FOR ART WAS EVIDENT WHEN HE TOOK DRAWING CLASSES DURING HIGH SCHOOL. BY THE TIME HE WAS
A TEENAGER, HE WAS ALREADY EXPERIMENTING WITH CARTOONS AND SMALL ANIMATIONS. THE BIOGRAPHY OF W ALT DISNEY
FOR KIDS OFTEN HIGHLIGHTS HOW THESE FORMATIVE EXPERIENCES LAID THE GROUNDWORK FOR HIS FUTURE VENTURES IN
ANIMATION.



CHALLENGES AND EARLY CAREER

DESPITE HIS TALENT, W ALT DISNEY’S PATH WAS NOT WITHOUT OBSTACLES. AFTER SERVING BRIEFLY AS AN AMBULANCE
DRIVER DURING W ORLD W AR |, HE RETURNED TO PURSUE A CAREER IN ANIMATION. HIS FIRST ANIMATION STUDIO WAS A MODEST
SETUP, AND HE FACED NUMEROUS FINANCIAL DIFFICULTIES. MANY PEOPLE WERE SKEPTICAL ABOUT THE POTENTIAL OF ANIMATED
FILMS AS A SERIOUS ART FORM OR BUSINESS.

IN 1923, W ALT AND HIS BROTHER ROY FOUNDED THE DISNEY BROTHERS STUDIO, WHICH LATER BECAME THE W/ ALT DISNEY
CoMPANY. THIS MARKED THE BEGINNING OF A REMARKABLE JOURNEY. THE BIOGRAPHY OF W/ ALT DISNEY FOR KIDS OFTEN
EMPHASIZES HOW W ALT’S DETERMINATION TO OVERCOME EARLY SETBACKS PLAYED A CRUCIAL ROLE IN HIS SUCCESS.

THe BIRTH oF MiICckeyY MouUSE AND THE RISE OF ANIMATION

ONE oF W ALT DISNEY’S MOST SIGNIFICANT ACHIEVEMENTS WAS THE CREATION OF MICKEY MoUSE IN 1928. THIS CHARACTER
QUICKLY BECAME A CULTURAL ICON, SYMBOLIZING JOY, CREATIVITY, AND INNOVATION. THE INTRODUCTION OF SYNCHRONIZED
SOUND IN THE SHORT FILM “STEAMBOAT W/ILLIE” REVOLUTIONIZED ANIMATION AND SET NEW STANDARDS FOR THE INDUSTRY.

MICKEY MOUSE’S SUCCESS ALLOWED DISNEY TO EXPAND HIS STUDIO AND INVEST IN NEW TECHNOLOGIES. THIS PERIOD SAW THE
RELEASE OF NUMEROUS ANIMATED SHORTS AND THE DEVELOPMENT OF NEW STORYTELLING TECHNIQUES. FOR KIDS LEARNING
ABOUT WALT DISNEY, MICKEY MOUSE SERVES AS A RELATABLE AND MEMORABLE STARTING POINT TO UNDERSTAND HIS IMPACT
ON ENTERTAINMENT.

INNOVATIONS IN ANIMATION

W ALT DISNEY WAS A PIONEER NOT ONLY IN CHARACTER CREATION BUT ALSO IN ANIMATION TECHNOLOGY. HE WAS THE FIRST
TO INTRODUCE FULL-COLOR ANIMATION WITH THE SILLY SYMPHONIES SERIES, USING THE TECHNICOLOR PROCESS. MOREOVER,
DISNEY PRODUCED THE FIRST-EVER FULL-LENGTH ANIMATED FEATURE FILM, “SNow WHITE AND THE SEVEN DWARFS,” IN 1937.

THIS FILM’S SUCCESS PROVED THAT ANIMATION COULD BE A SERIOUS AND PROFITABLE MEDIUM, OPENING DOORS FOR MANY MORE

FEATURE FILMS. THE BIOGRAPHY OF W/ ALT DISNEY FOR KIDS OFTEN HIGHLIGHTS THESE MILESTONES TO ILLUSTRATE HOW
INNOVATION AND CREATIVITY CAN TRANSFORM INDUSTRIES.

ExPANDING THE VISION: THEME PARkS AND LEGACY
