W/HEN CHILDREN PRACTICE CUTTING, THEY STRENGTHEN THEIR HAND MUSCLES AND IMPROVE THEIR CONTROL OVER MOVEMENTS,
WHICH DIRECTLY BENEFITS THEIR HANDWRITING AND OTHER ACADEMIC SKILLS. USING FREE CUTTING WORKSHEETS DESIGNED WITH

- ¥*¥START SLOWLY:** ALLOW CHILDREN TO PRACTICE OPENING AND CLOSING SCISSORS BEFORE CUTTING.

- **Use QUALITY SCISSORS: * ¥ AGE-APPROPRIATE SCISSORS WITH COMFORTABLE HANDLES REDUCE FRUSTRATION.
- ¥ *PrAISE EFFORT: ** CELEBRATE PROGRESS RATHER THAN PERFECTION TO KEEP MOTIVATION HIGH.

INTEGRATING OTHER FINE MOTOR ACTIVITIES
