BREAKING CONVENTIONAL STORYTELLING

MANUEL PuIG Kiss OF THE SPIDER W OMAN IS RENOWNED FOR ITS DEPARTURE FROM CONVENTIONAL STORY TELLING METHODS.
INSTEAD OF RELYING ON A STRAIGHTFORW ARD NARRATIVE, PUIG EMPLOYS A MIX OF DIALOGUE, INTERNAL MONOLOGUES, AND
EXCERPTS FROM FILMS THAT MOLINA RECOUNTS TO \/ALENT N. THIS LAYERING OF STORIES WITHIN STORIES CREATES A RICH
TAPESTRY THAT BLURS THE LINES BETWEEN REALITY AND FANTASY.

BY WEAVING POPULAR CULTURE—ESPECIALLY CLASSIC HOLLYWOOD FILMS—INTO THE NARRATIVE, PUIG HIGHLIGHTS HOW
ESCAPISM FUNCTIONS AS A SURVIVAL MECHANISM. MOLINA’S RETELLINGS OF GLAMOROUS MOVIES CONTRAST SHARPLY WITH
THE GRIM PRISON ENVIRONMENT, OFFERING BOTH CHARACTERS A TEMPORARY REFUGE FROM THEIR HARSH REALITIES.

THe RoLE ofF DIALOGUE AND STREAM oF CONSCIOUSNESS

THE NOVEL’S HEAV'Y RELIANCE ON DIALOGUE GIVES IT A THEATRICAL FEEL, ALMOST LIKE A PLAY UNFOLDING THROUGH WORDS
ALONE. THIS CREATES AN IMMEDIACY AND INTIMACY THAT DRAWS READERS INTO THE CELL, MAKING THEM WITNESSES TO THE
UNFOLDING RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN MOLINA AND \/ALENT N.

ADDITIONALLY, PUIG’S USE OF STREAM OF CONSCIOUSNESS BLURS THE BOUNDARIES BETWEEN PAST AND PRESENT, MEMORY AND
FANTASY. THIS TECHNIQUE HELPS TO DEVELOP LAYERED CHARACTERS WHOSE THOUGHTS AND EMOTIONS RESONATE DEEPLY,
INVITING READERS TO EMPATHIZE WITH THEIR STRUGGLES.

EXPLORATION OF IDENTITY AND SEXUALITY
